Customising the Big Bug Hunt for Beaver Scouts
We are delighted to tell you that we have been overwhelmed by the response to the Big Bug Hunt from Beaver colonies. As many of you who have already spoken to us over the phone will know, the Big Bug Hunt was originally aimed the under fives and nursery and pre-school organisations in particular. 

However, when we launched it, it soon became apparent that it would be a perfect programme opportunity for Beavers and Rainbows and that it could be very easily adapted to suit. The Big Bug Hunt provides endless opportunities for Beaver Scouts to discover more about themselves and the world around them, for example through finding out about different species of bugs, solving clues, searching and exploring. 
To give you a head start, we have listed a few exciting ways in which you might like to customise the event for your Beaver colony. We’re sure you can think of lots more! 
· Add clues to your Bug Hunt to find a prize or treasure at the end. 
· Hold a real Bug Hunt in the woods and make a cardboard ‘pooter’ to collect a sample of insects.

· Find out more about the bugs which live in our gardens and endangered species.

· Draw and use a map to navigate your way round your bug hunt, or follow a laid-out trail.
· Design a poster to promote your Big Bug Hunt event. 
· Collect natural materials, e.g. wood, pressed leaves and fir cones, and use them to decorate an ornament such as a picture frame. 
· Learn about bacteria and how important hygiene is, plus about caring for yourself and others and the importance of charity. 

· Count how many steps you take and test your pulse before and after the Bug Hunt to see how by much it has increased.

· Learn about your natural surroundings and the Green Cross Code and Country Code.
· Combine your Bug Hunt with a healthy picnic and a sleepover in a tent.

We hope that the Big Bug Hunt will give your Beaver Scouts the opportunity to work towards their badges whilst having a great day out. All the proceeds from the event will go towards Meningitis UK’s lifesaving research.
